We try our best to ensure children feel welcomed at nursery, and have
had a lot of feedback to say we achieve this. We have fed this comment
back in a staff meeting to ensure all staff are welcoming all children in
future.

Staff frequently ask children to drink water from their bottles, as well as
water or milk at snack and mealtimes. Part of our daily routine is to
have children wash their faces after mealtimes.
